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                   Meeting Minutes 6/15/2010
The meeting was called to order by Booster President Larry Slape at 7:03pm
Minutes from May, 2010 were reviewed and approved.  Welcome to our new freshman parents.
SECRETARY:  Donna Stewart reviewed dates coming up on the calendar.  A sign up list was sent around for email addresses.  Thanks to Denise Hall and Anne Behrens for taking over scrip.
After tonight’s meeting class of 2011 parents will meet briefly.  
VICE PRESIDENT:    Joe Wippler reported the truck and trailer are posted on Craig’s list.  They have one offer already.  He went over truck/trailer/etc transportation plans that are being considered.  The truck box off big blue will be kept for storage.
TREASURER:   Cheri Nash reviewed the three band accounts.  General fund has a balance of approx $900.  Cheri answered a couple questions about arrangement fees, etc.   There is currently $2800 set aside for student credits, remainder is about $4000 available from Scrip account.  Additional questions were addressed.  Mary Corrier will need $248 for insurance that covers us for all events this year, ie:  Festival of the Little Hills, Coliseum Classic, All District Preview, etc.  This company insures FHN also. Steve Anderson complimented the Verizon inventory paperwork that is being kept track of.  John Gresham asked if we’ve received enough income from Verizon to give us an idea of how much to expect for shift credits.  Jimmy Buffet and Brad Paisley income averaged $356 per event to the general fund income.  We will determine the shift credit after we have received income from four Verizon events.  Additional budget items were clarified.  Sale of the truck & trailer won’t necessarily show a profit due to the cost of the tractor trailer, etc.  Cheri Nash will adjust the bad debts as a negative number.  Car wash earned about $200 last weekend.  Treasurer’s report was approved.  The proposed budget, including the one correction, was approved.
DIRECTOR:   Mr. Griffin was unavailable tonight due to some wedding plans (.  Larry reminded everyone to make sure to get all health forms turned in.  Thanks to those who brought ladders to last Wednesday’s event.
FUNDRAISING:   Kelly Wippler gave a fundraising report.  
Thanks to all the car wash helpers this past weekend.  Date is yet to be determined for the bank car wash, postponed for now.  Jive and Wail is scheduled for Thurs, 7/15.  Kids will bring home info tomorrow night.  Adults only, $20 per ticket.  Last year 76 attended, tickets going on sale at every Wednesday night practices from 6:30-7:00pm, drop your payment in the scrip box, or buy tickets at the door.  We earn $8 per ticket. 
Parent preview concessions start at 5:30pm again this year on Friday, July 30th.

Green Lantern car wash coupons still available.  A $15 value for $10 – proceeds to General Fund – Boxes of candy also available tonight, earn $20 for your student’s account.  Only 4 cases left.  Mary Corrier updated us on plans for our booth at the Festival of Little Hills.  Manino’s will provide us with kabob’s at a cost of $2 each, we may sell for $5 each.  Joe Hall has a potato twister, we will sell those as well.  We must buy ice and pepsi products from the festival.  We can return full cases.  Manino’s will let us use the bbq pit for $100 the whole weekend, instead of $65 per day.  Insurance is required, cost is $248.  Dates are Aug, 20/21/22.  Please sign up to help set up the tents, dad’s encouraged to help.  Students can work this event, adult grillers will be needed.  Grilling will probably end around 9pm.  Charcoal donations will help offset expenses.  Anything we have left over from this event will be used at the Coliseum Classic.  Grilling open at 4pm closes at 10pm (Friday).  Shift times were discussed.  Security all night provided.  Needing 6 students to sign up per shift.  Pop ups needed, we currently have 3.  She has volunteer sign up pages tonight.  Rachelle Lakeman is scheduling another date for an Applebee’s breakfast fundraiser.

Sherlock’s in Cottleville fundraising event is being scheduled, this is also adults only, $20 per ticket.  Band earns ALL $20 per ticket.  A volunteer is looking into Bingo at the K of C hall.  Kelly welcomes a new volunteer to learn the fundraising chair responsibilities.  
Debb McDonald is passing around the Verizon sign up book, we have six new concerts available.  Let’s give our newest volunteers an opportunity to sign up first tonight.  If you’ve sign up already please give the new folks a chance first.  A new TIPS training session will be offered next month, she will share the date when it becomes available.  If you are TIPS trained be sure we have your email address so we can share messages when extra help is needed.  Thanks to everyone who helps at Verizon.  Larry Slape shared that TIPS training is offered online and costs $40 (gettips.com).  The sessions offered by Spencer are no cost. 
Chris Campbell reports we have 8 bands all together registered for this season’s Coliseum Classic.  She will hold a Coliseum Classic organizational meeting sometime the first week in July. Debb  McDonald reviewed what she does to keep Verizon organized.  She too welcomes a volunteer to learn this for next year.  Verizon shift credit is currently $30 per shift.  After 4 checks are received from Verizon we will evaluate how finances are doing and possibly bring the shift credit back up to $40.  Denise Hall and Debb McDonald are requesting volunteers to learn the ropes for their Coliseum Classic responsibilities.  Larry Slape reports that Jennifer Gerau has been looking into Cardinal concession fundraising.  Comments were made that it’s a huge time commitment.  There was not much support voiced for this venue.
